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Under a plan of internal reorganization, approved by the stockholders on October 26, 1982, 

Alabama Dry Dock and Shipbuilding Company changed its name to ADDSCO Industries, Inc. 

and became a holding company whose subsidiaries were: Alabama Dry Dock and 

Shipbuilding Corporation, a marine repair and conversion facility; Alabama Maritime 

Corporation, a new -construction facility for marine structures; Doran -Alabama Propeller 

Company, Inc., which reconditi oned and cast propellers; Mobile Ferry Lines, Inc., which 

leased berthing facilities; Mobile Tool and Equipment Company, Inc., which sold tools and 

equipment; ADDSCO Services Corporation, which provided support services for the 

Company and other subsidiari es.  

 

In the summer of 1989 the Alabama Dry Dock and Shipbuilding Corporation closed down 

permanently.
